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Our first God Auction was during
the Kemetic Tradition Section
last year when, teaching how

the ancient Egyptians would vote for
their city’s patron deity, we used the
occasion to proffer our coffer and that
of the local food bank. Last year, in
keeping with the theme, all Gods were
of Egyptian origin. This year, four
deities were selected that represented
four types of ritual: community/sharing
(Quan Yin), study/skills (Athena),
magic/introspection (Arianrhod), and
celebration/ecstasy (Faunas). There
were three official rounds of ques-
tion/response and then tribute. Atten-
dees were asked to bring money
and/or food items. Each can or box of
food equaled one dollar in tribute.
After the Godden were introduced by
MC Liz and each blessed the gather-
ing, they all took their thrones behind
their scribes. MC Liz then proceeded
to ask one question to all the Godden.
They responded in their way and then
the attendees were asked to make
tribute to their chosen Godden. The
scribes were kept busy with peoples
names and the amount each were
contributing to their God. The God-

den gave out tokens of appreciation
to those who gave the most. In the
end, when all the questions and
been asked and each of the deities
answered in kind and each voting
round was complete. The Commu-
nity of Gaians picked Arianrhod. 

Arianrhod, Celtic Moon-Mother
Goddess. Her name literally means
“Silver Wheel.” Arianrhod is the
Mother aspect of the Triple Goddess.
She is forever a Virgin. She can birth
children but is by no means obli-
gated to any man. She represents sil-
ver, wheels and a sheaf of wheat.
She is the Goddess of Moon, Fertility
and Fate. She is the Goddess of rein-
carnation and over sees the dead be-
tween their incarnations and pro-
tects us between as we leave this life
and move into the next life. The an-
cient astrologers in Wales took their
forecasting from the Moon’s position
and her relationship to the stars 
‘Arianrhod’, as we know as the
“Milky Way.” Her spirit has an eter-
nal quality, no beginning and no
end. A lady of destiny. She symbol-
izes dreams and prophecy.

Arianrhod promised to help Gaia
Community’s magical intentions be-
come manifestations in the mun-
dane world. Total money tributes, to
all Godden, raised was: $851.00
Total tribute of food was: 736 items.
The food is given to Harvesters and
to the Native American Indian Cen-
ter.

Gaia Community has been asked
to add our name to those op-
posed to the proposed Missouri

This amend-
ment will be on the ballot in the 
August 3rd primary, the first public
referendum on the issue in the na-
tion. In order for Gaia Community to
take such a stand officially, we need
to discuss and consense to do so at
our upcoming ritual on July 10th.

We encourage all members who
have an opinion about this matter to
come to discuss, debate, and be
heard. Although Gaia Community
usually officially stays out of poli-
tics, when a Human Rights issue
calls out to be addressed, we should
at least consider taking a firm stand
for “Caring for the Earth and Each
Other Because Our Lives Depend on
It.”

Build Your Own (Poly)Theology

Axiomatic within the Unitarian Universalist religious
movement is the individual’s right of conscience
and the free and responsible search for truth and

meaning. This implies that each of us has the right, and
indeed the obligation, to face for ourselves the Big Ques-
tions of the nature of and our relationship with the Di-
vine, and our roles and responsibilities within the larger
Universe. Ours is a church that does not try to provide an-
swers, but we do covenant to encourage one another in
spiritual growth. 

Beginning in August, on the first Tuesday of each
month, Gaia Community’s Adult Education Program will
include our adaptation of a classic model for structuring
and sharing our individual exploration of what we be-
lieve. Although built on the proven structure of the main-
stream course, Build Your Own (Poly) Theology will in-
clude readings from many theological (and a-theological)
perspectives, and exercises that will support each partic-
ipant to consider what each of us, individually, believes
about a number of central religious themes. Do you be-
lieve in God(s)? Goddess(es)? Godden? Humanity as the
ultimate end of evolution? The earth as a living entity? Is
there life after death and if so, what is it like? What is the
nature and role of prayer? Sacrifice? What happens dur-
ing a religious service? Where do we go when we trance?
While each of us will answer these questions, or not an-
swer them, individually, we will consider the answers of
other men and women from the past and present and
share liberally with each other as we go. Because of our
diversity, we will encourage participants to share read-
ings from their own unique traditions as well. 

The course is ten sessions long, and will build on itself,
so we recommend that people plan to make a commit-
ment to the whole course if possible; however, drop ins
will be welcome, and there should be no problem with
working along on your own if you have to miss some of
the sessions. During the course, each participant will
write and refine a personal credo, an “I believe...” state-
ment that articulates his or her main beliefs at the time of
writing. In the final session, participants will co-create a
ritual that allows each person to present his or her credo
in some form to the others.

Calendrics

The calendar most Pagans (including most Asatru-
ists) use is Irish or Wiccan. The Irish had a solar-
year calendar with 4 high and 4 low holy days. Per-

haps a few other Pagan peoples also used a strictly solar
calendar. Most Asatruists follow a simplified version with
only the 4 low holy days (celebrated as high holy days).

Most pre-Christian Teutonics and other Pagans would
not likely have used the Julian calendar or other strictly
solar calendar to schedule their holidays. Instead, they
would have used a solar calendar with lunar months—a
solunar calendar. Most of you have probably become ac-
quainted with this idea in the Greek chapter last year. Un-
like the Greeks, who start their year at about the Summer
Solstice, the Teutonics started their year at or shortly after
the Winter Solstice.

With a solunar calendar, some years are special in that
they require 13 month-starts. Solar year 2003–2004 is
such a special year. In the English system, the thirteenth
month is inserted mid-year. This year the thirteenth
month begins on 19 June of the Gregorian Calendar, and
the full moon occurs on 2 July of the Gregorian calendar.

The English knew that the next year needed 13 months
instead of the usual 12 months when the first month in
the new year (Aeftera Geola) began on or before the 11th
day after the Winter Solstice. There would have been sim-
ilar rules for the Summer Solstice or the equinoxes, in
case clouds made observation difficult on any given sol-
stice or equinox.

I have on my web site four studies explaining the deri-
vation of a modern Anglo-Saxon liturgical calendar plus
a sample calendar that I put together (and follow). At this
time, I am mostly guessing at what holiday would occur
in any given month, and it might not be correct that the
Pagan English celebrated a holiday every month.
